· Recent events:
· Week of Disability / Visibility (formerly Abilities Awareness Week) (9/22-26): students experienced playing basketball in a wheelchair during PE, raised over $1500 (8 wheelchairs funded to purchase so far).
· SEAT playdate (9/26) and meeting (9/30) a big success
