· 681 students currently at Murray, with 3 pending students.
· Recent Events: 
· Back to School Night was busy, but successful.  
· The ribbon cutting of the new MPR was exciting.  We are still learning the best logistics, as the cafeteria is far from the playground. The new space is beautiful.  
· Picture day was nice to see all the students shiny and glowing.  All students get a class photo regardless of whether or not they buy pictures.  
· We had our first fire drill, it went well, though the new numbers need to be repainted.  
· The new playground may open this week, we are just waiting for the final safety inspection.  
· Week of Disability Visibility (formerly Abilities Awareness Week) will be Sept. 22nd to 26th. The first SEAT play date will be at the end of that week.  There was ~$600 raised during last year’s week, students will get to see the benefit of that fundraiser this year.

· Question: Will there be a makeup picture day? Answer: yes, on October 20th.
· Question: When the new playground opens, will students get to freely pick where they play? Answer: It will be more constricted/controlled at first until students are used to the options. 
· 5 student restrooms and one adult restroom facility will open up adjacent to the far end of the playground.
· Question: Are we allowed to have peanuts on campus? Answer: classrooms are peanut free, however it is allowed in the cafeteria where there is a designated peanut-free table for those who need it.
· Question: What is the status of the old MPR renovations? Answer: It is slated to be done in January.  However, we are not moving the library until the end of the school year, as winter and spring breaks are not enough time to complete a move. We will be able to utilize the space though.
· A suggestion was made by a PFC member to hold National Reading Week activities in the new space.
· Question: When will the new marquee be used? Answer: we don’t know how to work it yet.  There is power, but no software system to run it.  TBD.
